 Judging Judging will be completed prior to the show opening & is not open to the public. 

 
 Judging to be on the following scale:  
 (Except Carpet Wool) 

● Top & Noll       
● Character 
● Evenness 
● Trueness to Type 
● Soundness 
● Colour 
● Density 
● Length 
● Softness  
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Conditions of Entry ● Containers to be marked clearly with growers name and address.  
● All fleeces to be lightly skirted (unless otherwise stated) of not more than 12 months growth 

and produced from sheep the bona fide property of the exhibitor at time of shearing. 
● All overgrown fleeces will be penalised. 
● The judge shall have the power to change class, or to disqualify and mark as disqualified, any 

exhibit which does not comply with the regulations and shall enter the reason for such 
disqualification. 

● On a protest being upheld the next in order shall be rewarded the prize. 
● Ram fleeces to be shown only in Ram Classes. 
● All fleeces shall be weighed and classed by the stewards before the judging take place. 
● If competition is available, other classes will be included eg. Carpet Wools 
● Exhibits and prizemoney must be collected on Sunday 28th April from the Agricultural 

Pavilion between 10 am and 1 pm.   
● No responsibility is taken for exhibits not collected within this time 
● Any unclaimed prizes will revert to the Orange Show Society
